will be spent completing your  
favorite piece.  

¶ The retreat will end with a show 
and tell breakfast. 

¶  This is the perfect opportunity 
for any quilter or mixed media art-
ist with moderate skills who wants 
to move away from tradition and 

toward free form art making.
