Many of you may remember that for lots of years | had a partner who was a hand dyer. | designed many quilt
patterns and kits around her fabrics and we worked together to promote our delicious good-
ies. We parted ways about six years ago and | swore that | would never dye fabric myself.
But, I love hand dyed fabrics. So, when | had my quilt store | carried the fabrics of other
hand dyers so that | could get my hand dyed fabric fix and so could my customers. Now |
am teaching and vending at quilt shows across the country and knew that | wanted to fill
my booth with groovy and original products so, last year, my assistant, Judy, and | started
exploring the dyeing process and much to my surprise, | love it! Because | know a bit about

Well, we both quickly got tired of messing up our kitchens and
homes with dyeing and painting so, when Tamara Leberer de-
cided to open up a teaching studio behind the Golden Quilt
Company | asked if there might be room to have a dye studio
there. She was happy to give me some space and had a nice
corner room built. Now weodyv reat o
complete with a washout sink, washer and dryer, several
high tables and plenty of storage. We have been working
out of the studio for several weeks now, using it to create our unique hand dyed
and hand painted fabrics, trims, lace appliqués, silk cocoons, rods & fibers and
just about anything else we can think of dyeing or painting! But, we also use it
for dyeing/painting classes and open dye days.
The dye classes we are currently offering include basic instruction in color mix-
ing and dying using baggie, cup and tray methods along with folded and
wrapped resists. Once you have taken the basic class then you can join us on
open dye days where you can play and make a mess in our studio rather than in
your own kitchen.
